W

ebster is “Linked to the Future” in that the City is committed to and optimistic for what lies ahead.  In planning for its future, the City of Webster faces the challenge of preserving and enhancing its existing character and environment, with the increasing demands of future growth and development.  Before looking at Webster’s future, consideration must be given to its past and where it is today.

This Community Profile is an introduction to the City, which documents existing conditions and characteristics of the community, including data related to its regional setting, local features, historical and current population and employment, and economic and demographic characteristics.

An important component of this element is the Year 2020 projected population, which will be used throughout the plan to project future land use and infrastructure needs.  An understanding of existing population characteristics and future population demands is essential in determining the anticipated growth and the resulting demands on the community and its facilities and services.

Regional Setting
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Webster is located in Harris County on the Texas Gulf Coast, southeast of Houston and 24 miles northwest of Galveston.  Located along Interstate 45, the City is bordered by Houston on the north, League City on the south, Friendswood on west and Nassau Bay on the east.  Webster is centrally located and within close proximity to the Houston metropolitan area and the larger communities of Clear Lake, Galveston, and League City.  The City serves as a gateway to the Johnson Space Center and the entire Galveston Bay Area.

History
In 1879, James W. Webster brought a group of English colonists to an area subsequently called Websterville on the Galveston, Houston and Henderson Railroad.  The colonists established a settlement called Garden Town located northeast of Bay Area Boulevard and the railroad tracks.  By 1882, the town established its first post office.  James Thompson, who was the postmaster, Justice of the Peace and Notary Public, established one of the earliest businesses in the town, a grocery store.  In 1892, Thompson moved his home, post office and grocery store to what is now known as Webster, at which point the town’s name was officially changed.  Mrs. Allen, daughter of James Thompson, established the first school.  In 1892, the first church, Union Sunday School, was formed in the school house and in 1894, Webster Community Church was formed with 17 charter members.  The town was incorporated in 1958.

The Japanese have played an important role in Webster’s heritage.  Japanese settlement in Webster began in 1903 when Seito Saibara came to Texas to advise farmers on the cultivation of rice.  Soon after, Mitsutaro Kobayashi and Yonekichi Kagawa also came to Webster as did many other Japanese.  Today, many of their descendants live in the greater Houston area.

According to the U.S. Census Bureau, the town’s population grew 578 percent during the 1960’s mainly due to its close proximity to the Johnson Space Center NASA.  According to the 2000 Census, Webster’s current population is approximately 9,083 persons.  However the City has a much larger daytime population due to local businesses in the area including banks, hospitals, shopping centers, hotels, restaurants and aerospace firms.

Webster’s emblem was adopted on September 22, 1980.  The unbroken chain symbolizes the strength and harmony of the community and its leadership.   Webster is one link on the chain, which connects the Bay Area cities together in the spirit of cooperation and understanding. Source: City of Webster, http://www.cityofwebster.com/history.asp
Population
Past and current population characteristics are important in understanding a community and in planning for its future.  This section examines population characteristics including historical population, age and gender distribution and income and racial composition.  Note this profile was prepared prior to the availability of the full year 2000 decennial census.  Some data have been updated with estimation techniques, and where available census data utilized.  However, the 1990 Census data remains the only available data in many instances, which should be updated upon release of the 2000 U.S. Census.

Historical Population

Displayed in Table 3.1 – Historical Population, Webster & Harris County, is the historical population from 1960 to 2000.  The City and County both have experienced population growth since 1960.  Predominantly due to annexation and its close proximity to the Johnson Space Center NASA, Webster experienced significant growth during the 1960’s.  The population grew from 329 persons in 1960 to 2,231 persons in 1970, which represents an increase of 578.1 percent.  Population growth was slower during the 1970s and then increased again during the 1980s.  Population growth in Harris County has also been increasing, however at a slower rate. According to the preliminary 2000 Census results, the population of Webster is 9,083 persons.  

Although Webster has a population of more than 9,000 residents, the City has a much larger daytime population due to the significant number businesses in the City.  The city also experiences high volumes of traffic as Webster serves as the gateway to the Johnson Space Center NASA and the entire Bay Area.  Traffic volumes along NASA Road 1 ranged from 32,805 to 72,863 vehicles per day in the Year 2000 (further information on traffic volumes is provided in the Transportation element).  The larger daytime population and high traffic volumes should be accounted for in determining the anticipated growth and the resulting demands on the community and its facilities and services.

Population Projections
The Texas State Data Center (TSDC) prepares population projections for cities, counties and metropolitan areas using sophisticated models that consider migration patterns as well as fertility (birth) and mortality (death) rates.  The TSDC maintains four alternative sets of long-range projections through the Year 2030 based upon differing net migration assumptions for the state and each county.  The TSDC projections also reflect calculations by age, gender and racial/ethnic groups.

The four scenarios developed by the TSDC utilize common mortality and fertility assumptions. However, the first three projection scenarios are based on actual net migration patterns from 1980 to 1990, which are then adjusted to reflect expected future population trends.  The fourth scenario is derived from more recent migration trends between 1990 and 1998.  The scenarios are referred to as Zero Migration (0.0), One-Half Migration (0.5), Full Migration (1.0), and 1990-1998 Migration (90-98).  The Zero Migration scenario (0.0) assumes that in-migration and out-migration are equal, resulting in population growth only through natural increase (births minus deaths).  The One-Half Migration scenario (0.5) assumes rates of net migration one-half of those during the 1980s and the Full Migration scenario (1.0) assumes that the net migration rate of the 1980s will continue in the future. The fourth scenario (90-98) assumes a more recent historical migration trend from 1990 to 1998. Displayed in Table 3.2 – Historical and Projected Population, Harris County, is the historical and projected population (90-98 Scenario) for Harris County until the Year 2020.  This projection shows the population of Harris County equaling 4,059,450 in the Year 2020, representing a countywide increase in population of 24 percent over the 20- year period.

Projections below the county level are not available through the TSDC or any other source, but can be developed using the Harris County 1.0 Migration Scenario and a step down projection technique. By maintaining Webster’s proportional relationship to the county from the 2000 U.S. Census (0.3 percent), the future population for the City was projected to a population of 14,048 persons, as shown in Figure 3.1 - Historical and Projected Population, Webster.

Racial and Ethnic Composition

Webster’s racial composition is shown in Table 3.3 - Racial Composition, 2000.  As displayed, 65 percent of the 2000 population was white, while 15 percent of the population fell into the “other race” category.  Black (African American ) and Asian represented 9 and 5.7 percent, respectively.  Approximately 4 percent of the  population classified themselves as belonging to two or more races.  It should be noted that the data on race in Census 2000 is not directly comparable to the 1990 census, since respondents were allowed to select more than one category for race, the sequence on race and Hispanic origin changed as did other individual categories.

The U.S Census Bureau classifies Hispanic persons as an origin rather than a race since people of Hispanic origin fall into several racial categories.  In 2000, the ratio of persons of Hispanic origin to Non-Hispanic origin was 27 percent to 73 percent, respectively, compared to the 1990 ratio of 19 percent to 81 percent.  The increase in Hispanic persons is reflective of the growth of Hispanics statewide in the 1990s and particularly in the Houston metropolitan area.  The Hispanic origin of the population is displayed in Figure 3.2 - Hispanic Origin, 2000.

Age and Gender Distribution

The distribution of Webster’s 1990 population by age and gender is displayed in Figure 3.3 - Age and Gender Population Pyramid, 1990.  Webster’s population in 1990 was primarily in the younger age groups with the largest percentage of the population, 41 percent, in the 20-34 age cohorts.  If the trend continues over the next 20 years the City will have a larger middle-age population.  Other noticeable trends include the decline in the percentage of the female population in the 60-69 age cohort and significantly more females than males in the 70-89 age cohorts.  As shown in Table 3.4 – Age Distribution, the distribution of Webster’s population has remained relatively consistent since 1990, with the majority of the population in the Year 2000 in the 20-44 age cohorts. 
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Income

Income statistics are provided in Figure 3.4 - Per Capita and Median Household Income, 1989.  In 1989, Webster’s per capita income was above the county, state and national average, while median household income was slightly below the county average.  The Census Bureau also provided 1995 estimates for median household income at the state and county level.  In 1995, Texas’ median household income increased to $31,488 while Harris County’s declined to $35,901.  The U.S Bureau of Economic Analysis prepares per capital personal income estimates for counties.  The 1998 estimate for Harris County was $32,052.

Household Composition

As shown in Table 3.5 – Household Type, the majority of households in Webster, 52.1 percent, are non-family households. Approximately 40 percent of households consist of only one person living alone.  Families, including married couples or single head of households with or without children, comprise 47.9 percent of all households.

Educational Attainment

Shown in Table 3.6 - Educational Attainment, is the educational achievements of persons 18 years and older for Webster and Harris County. In Webster, in 1990, 16.6 percent of persons 18 years and older graduated from high school, which is well below the county average.   However, the percentage of the population, in Webster, 18 years and older graduating with an associate, bachelor’s or graduate degree equaled 36.4 percent, which was higher than the county average of 27.5 percent.

The Clear Creek Independent School District serves Webster and the surrounding areas.  Shown in Table 3.7 – Education Statistics, is information on the school district obtained from the 1999-2000 District Performance Report, provided by the Texas Education Agency (TEA).  The student teacher ratio is 16.2, which is above the state wide average of 14.9 students per teacher.  The percentage of students passing all TAAS tests taken is higher than the state average, as are the mean ACT and mean SAT scores.  When compared to Pasadena ISD, Clear Creek ISD is comparable in terms of the student teacher ratio and attendance rate.  However, Clear Creek ISD has a higher percentage of students passing all TAAS tests taken and slightly higher Mean ACT and SAT I scores. The TEA also monitors the academic accountability of school districts by designating them as Exemplary, Recognized, Academically Acceptable, Academically Unacceptable, Unacceptable due to Special Accreditation Investigation or Not Rated.  In 1999-2000, Clear Creek ISD received an accountability rating of “Recognized”.

Economic Trends

Unemployment rates for the city, county and state are displayed in Table 3.8 - Civilian Labor Force Employment, 1990-1999.  According to a 1999 estimate prepared by the Texas Workforce Commission, the civilian labor force in Webster has increased by 632 persons since 1990.  Over the years, Webster’s unemployment rates have been well below county and state rates.  Since 1995, the unemployment rate in Webster has declined to an estimated 2 percent in 1999.  Texas’ unemployment rates have gradually declined over the years from 7.1 percent in 1990 to 4.6 percent in 1999.

The Texas Comptroller of Public Accountants maintains information on the total dollars returned to a local sales taxing city.  As displayed in Table 3.9 – Sales Tax Allocation, sales tax revenues in Webster have increased significantly over the past 5 years, with revenues increasing over 30 percent between 1999 and 2000.  The average increase in sales tax allocation between 1995 and 2000 was 12.74 percent.

The 1997 Economic Census released information on the number of establishments, employees and payroll by industry.  As shown in Table 3.10 - Statistics by Economic Sector, there was a total of 475 establishments and 7,643 employees in Webster.  “Health Care and Social Assistance” and “Retail Trade” were the most dominant industries with the largest percentage of establishments in the “Health Care and Social Assistance” industry followed by “Retail Trade”.  The largest employer by the number of employees was the “Retail Trade” industry, followed by “Health Care and Social Assistance” and “Accommodations and Food Services”.  According to the annual payroll data, the Health Care and Social Assistance industries had the largest payrolls in 1997.

Significant employers in Webster consist of firms related to the health care, aerospace and retail trade industries as displayed in Table 3.11 - Major Employers.  Due to its close proximity to the Johnson Space Center NASA, there are several aerospace firms located in Webster that provide services to the Johnson Space Center NASA, including United Space Alliance and Johnson Engineering.  Webster also serves as a regional medical center for the Bay Area, with Clear Lake Regional Hospital and other associated healthcare offices located in the City.  In addition to healthcare and aerospace employers, Webster has numerous businesses in the retail trade industry, including Garden Ridge Pottery and Oshman’s.
